We have been focusing on the “time of the end” verses of Daniel 12:8-9 because of the 
December 8, 1980, murder of John Lennon and the December 8-10, 1991, end of the Soviet 
Union, but now let’s note that Daniel 12:6 has in it the two themes of (a) the Man Clothed in 
Linen and (b) “how long shall it be to the end.” We have yet to reveal the full true meaning of 
the overall passage, but the unsealing of the counterfeits of the Man Clothed in Linen – which 
include V. I. Lenin – helps to do so. Here are the verses of Daniel 12:4-6. 
 

Daniel 12:4-6 (KJV) But thou, O Daniel, shut up the words, and seal the book, even to THE 
TIME OF THE END: many shall run to and fro, and knowledge shall be increased. 
5 Then I Daniel looked, and, behold, there stood other two, the one on this side of the bank of 
the river, and the other on that side of the bank of the river. 
6 And one said to THE MAN CLOTHED IN LINEN, which was upon the waters of the river, 
HOW LONG SHALL IT BE TO THE END of these wonders?

Daniel 12:7-10 (KJV) And I heard THE MAN CLOTHED IN LINEN, which was upon the 
waters of the river, when he held up his right hand and his left hand unto heaven, and sware by 
him that liveth for ever that it shall be for a time, times, and an half; and when he shall have 
accomplished to scatter the power of the holy people, all these things shall be finished. 
8 And I heard, but I understood not: then said I, O my Lord, WHAT SHALL BE THE END 
OF THESE THINGS? [The murder of John Lennon occurred on 12/8/1980, and the end of 
Soviet Leninism occurred 11 years later on 12/8/1991.] 
9 And he said, Go thy way, Daniel: for the words are closed up and sealed till THE TIME 
OF THE END. [The December 9, 1991, “One Nation Under God” Time Magazine cover and 
story is a part of the revealing of Daniel 12:9.] 
10 MANY SHALL BE PURIFIED, and MADE WHITE [in the counterfeit, White Russia’s 
parliament on December 10, 1991, approved the December 8, 1991, agreement to end the 
Soviet Union and create the Commonwealth of Independent States], and TRIED [in the 
counterfeit, referring back to Thomas Paine and These are the times that TRY men’s souls, also 
seen in Revelation 3:10 in the letter to the Church in Philadelphia]; but the wicked shall do 
wickedly: and none of the wicked shall understand; but the wise shall understand. 
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
