#847 The Lutheran Seminary at Gettysburg — The Muhlenbergs from Trappe, part 4, The
unigue relationship between (i) Jeremiah 5:26-27 and (ii) Revelation 18:2-3 points to the
Lutheran snare/trap of the U.S. Bill of Rights

In scripture, in the King James Version, there are only two instances of the use of the word cage/
a cage of birds. They are found in (i) Jeremiah 5:27 and (ii) Revelation 18:2.

Key Point: (i) Jeremiah 5:27 warns “as a cage is full of birds,” while (ii) Revelation 18:2
warns about “a cage of every unclean and hateful bird.”

Jeremiah 5:26-27 (KJV) EOR
AMONG MY PEOPLE ARE
FOUND WICKED MEN: THEY
LAY WAIT, AS HE THAT
SETTETH SNARES: THEY SET A
TRAP, THEY CATCH MEN.

27 AS A CAGE IS FULL OF BIRDS, so are their houses full of deceit: therefore they are
become great, AND WAXEN RICH.
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Revelation 18:1-3 (KJV) And after these things | saw another angel come down from heaven,
having great power; and the earth was lightened with his glory.

2 And he cried mightily with a strong voice, saying,
BABYLON THE GREAT IS
FALLEN, IS FALLEN, AND IS
BECOME THE HABITATION
OF DEVILS, and the hold of

3 For all nations have drunk of

Waxen rich. Note as well that each of the above passages contains the phrase waxen rich/waxed
rich.

Key Understanding: A cage of every unclean and hateful bird. The Lord ordained
Revelation 18:2 to contain very similar wording (“a cage of every unclean and hateful bird”)
to that of Jeremiah 5:27 (*as a cage is full of birds™). They are the only two places in
scripture where that wording is used. The bottom line is that the Lord had in mind the U.S.
Bill of Rights (seen in Revelation 18:2) and Frederick Augustus Muhlenberg from Trappe
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(seen with snares and trap in Jeremiah 5:26) as major parts of the fulfillment of those
passages when they were written long ago. This directly reflects the Lord’s opinion that the
Martin Luther/Muhlenberg sword-bearing, Bill of Rights-dominated church/state of
America wasl/is a spiritual snare, or trap, for those who would follow.

A well regulated Militia, being necessary to the
wsecurity of a free State, the right of the people to
kﬂap and bear Arms, shall not be infringed.
