
#898 The Second Babel’s One Language and One Speech – “The World Must Be Made Safe 
for Democracy” vs. “I Am Not of This World” 
 
We discussed in Unsealing #870 that the Lord ordained Woodrow Wilson to enter the chamber 
of the House of Representatives at 8:32 p.m., April 2, 1917, to give his war message about 
“making the world safe for democracy,” for the prophetic purpose of pointing to and 
counterfeiting John 8:32, “the truth shall make you free.” 
 
Key Understanding: I am not of this world. In John 8:23, Jesus Christ says that “Ye are of 
this world; I am not of this world.” There is clearly a world of difference when one compares 
John 8:23 with the Woodrow Wilson counterfeit of John 8:32 that “the world must be made 
safe for democracy.” Jesus Christ’s words were “from above” and “not of this world.” 
Woodrow Wilson’s speech, representing “the earth of one speech,” was “from beneath” – of 
the spirit and doctrines “of this world.” 
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John 8:23-32 (KJV) And he said unto them, Ye are 
from beneath; I am from above: YE ARE OF THIS 
WORLD; I AM NOT OF THIS WORLD. 
24 I said therefore unto you, that ye shall die in your 
sins: for if ye believe not that I am he, ye shall die in 
your sins. 
25 Then said they unto him, Who art thou? 
And Jesus saith unto them, Even the same 
that I said unto you from the beginning. 
26 I have many things to say and to judge of you: but he 

that sent me is true; and I speak to the world those things which I have heard of him.

27 They understood not that he spake to 
them of the Father. 
28 Then said Jesus unto them, When ye 
have lifted up the Son of man, then shall ye 
know that I am he, and that I do nothing of 
myself; but as my Father hath taught me, I 
speak these things. 
29 And he that sent me is with me: the 
Father hath not left me alone; for I do 
always those things that please him. 
30 As he spake these words, many believed 
on him. 
31 Then said Jesus to those Jews which 
believed on him, If ye continue in my word, 
then are ye my disciples indeed;   
32 And ye shall know the truth, AND THE 
TRUTH SHALL MAKE YOU FREE.
