Authority of the Twelve Apostles. The structure of the
secretive Filiki Eteria (Friendly Company), which began on
September 14, 1814, led to what was called the “Authority
of the Twelve Apostles.” At the start, the three men who
founded the Friendly Company became known as the
“Invisible Authority.” From 1815 to 1818, more were added
to the “Invisible Authority”. By 1818, the “Invisible
Authority” was renamed “Authority of the Twelve
Apostles.” [Reference Unsealing #1196.]

Key Understanding #1: The Greek twelve apostles. The
Greek ‘Patmos’ Revolution, which points to the
American Revolution as a ‘Patmos’ Revolution on
behalf of Democracy, was under the “Authority of the
Twelve Apostles.” The point is that the Greek ‘Patmos’
Revolution, with the Greek Orthodox Church in the
background, borrowed the theme of the Twelve Apostles
from scripture, thereby further identifying the Greek

War for Independence/American Wars for Independence as representing the establishment
of Christian governments on the earth for the Lord.

The Greeks celebrate their
independence day annually on
March 25. However, the war for
independence actually started earlier
than March 25, 1821. The city of
Kalamata was liberated on March
23, 1821.

The postage stamp on the right
shows the Agioi Apostoloi church,
in Kalamata, and commemorates the
Greek War for Independence,
which commenced there
on March 23, 1821.
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Key Understanding #2: The counterfeit of Matthew 19:28. The “Authority of the Twelve
Apostles” of the Greek ‘Patmos’ Revolution on behalf of the Greek Orthodox Church was
a counterfeit of what is seen in Matthew 19:28 — the twelve apostles sitting in positions of
authority and judgment on behalf of the Lord.
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Matthew 19:27-30 (KJV) Then answered Peter and said unto him, Behold, we have forsaken
all, and followed thee; what shall we have therefore?

28 And Jesus said unto them, Verily I say unto you, That ye which have followed me, in the
regeneration WHEN THE SON OF MAN SHALL SIT IN THE THRONE OF HIS
GLORY, YE ALSO SHALL SIT UPON TWELVE THRONES, JUDGING THE TWELVE
TRIBES OF ISRAEL.

29 And every one that hath forsaken houses, or brethren, or sisters, or father, or mother, or
wife, or children, or lands, for my name’s sake, shall receive an hundredfold, and shall
inherit everlasting life.

30 But many that are first shall be last; and the last shall be first.
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
