
#1839 The Yom Kippur War and the Abomination of Desolation – The post-World War II U.S. 
waxing great toward the South and toward the East as a second Syria/Antiochus IV Epiphanes, 
part 98, The Church-ill Hurricanes of 1635 and 1938: Both the Great Colonial Hurricane of 
1635 and the Great New England Hurricane of 1938 were prophetically and spiritually 
depicting the Church as being a Church-ill 
 
 

Key Understanding: The Church-ill hurricane of 1635. Because the Mathers ultimately 
represented the voice/will of the people in America – and thus this is why the Lord 
ordained the Mathers to arrive in America at the time of the Great Colonial Hurricane 
of 1635 in fulfillment of Isaiah 40:6-8, representing 
the Lord blowing on the people who are as grass – 
the Great Colonial Hurricane of 1635 identifies the 
(Puritan Mather) Church as the Church-ill. 
Remember, men/people falling as flowers in the 
wind of the Lord is prophetically tied to the Great 
Colonial Hurricane of 1635. 
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Isaiah 40:6-7 (NIV) . . . ALL MEN [the number of 
man is 6 or VI] ARE LIKE GRASS, AND ALL THEIR 
GLORY is like the [May] FLOWERS of the FIELD.  
7 THE GRASS WITHERS and THE FLOWERS 
FALL, BECAUSE THE BREATH OF THE LORD BLOWS ON THEM [represented by 
the Great Colonial Hurricane of 1635]. Surely THE [Mather] PEOPLE ARE GRASS. 

  
The Church-ill hurricane of 1938. Similarly, the Great New England Hurricane of 
September 21, 1938 – because the decision by Czechoslovakia on that same day to cede  
its Sudetenland to Hitler’s Germany was  
instrumental in bringing Winston Churchill to 
power in Britain – identified the Church as the 
Church-ill, for it was also pointing to the 
fulfillment of the prophecy of Daniel 8:24 of the 
destruction of the mighty men and the holy people. 
Remember, men/people falling as a house built 
upon the sand in the Lord’s wind is prophetically 
tied to the Great New England Hurricane of 1938. 

 
Matthew 7:26-27 (KJV) And every one that heareth  
these sayings of mine, and doeth them not, shall be likened unto a foolish man, WHICH 
BUILT HIS HOUSE UPON THE [Dunkirk, or Church on the Sand] SAND:  
27 AND THE RAIN DESCENDED, AND THE FLOODS CAME, AND THE WINDS BLEW, 
AND BEAT UPON THAT HOUSE; AND IT FELL: and GREAT WAS THE FALL OF IT.

[primary] STERN-FACED KING 
[represented by Irving Berlin and 
the United States and Winston 
Churchill of Great Britain], a 
master of intrigue, will arise. 
24 He will become very strong, 
but not by his own power. He will 
cause astounding devastation and 
will succeed in whatever he does. HE WILL 
DESTROY THE MIGHTY MEN AND THE HOLY PEOPLE [referencing the spiritual 
destruction of Christians because of their worship of and {holocaust}sacrifices to the Beast 
out of the Pit as “One Nation Under God,” represented on November 10, 1938, by Irving 
Berlin’s “God Bless America”]. 
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
