The First Oswald Head Wound

The September 3, 1783, Treaty of Paris represented the official end of
the American Revolutionary War as Great Britain officialy
recognized American independence.

Adams, all of whom also signed the treaty.

Great Britain itsdefeat in the Revolutionary War and finalized the birth of the United
States asthe Scarlet Beast out of the Pit.
