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The Serbian connection between Woodrow Wilson and Bill Clinton. The issue of Bosnia and 
Herzegovina becoming a part of Serbia, instead of being overlorded by the Austrian-Hungarian 
Empire, thrust the Woodrow Wilson-led United States and the world into World War I. Because 
the nation of Yugoslavia was formed after the end of World War I, the ethnic issues of Bosnia 
and Herzegovina were put on hold through World War II and the Cold War, until Yugoslavia, in 
the sphere of Soviet influence, broke apart after the fall of the Soviet Union and Soviet 
Communism.  
 
The various ethnic and religious groups within Yugoslavia – including the Orthodox Christian 
Serbs, the Roman Catholic Croatians, and the Muslims – attempted to separate from Yugoslavia 
and form their own nations. Serbia was considered the core “rump” of Yugoslavia, and the 
nations of Slovenia, Croatia, and Bosnia and Herzegovina, and later Montenegro (2006) and 
Kosovo (2008), all declared independence. 
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Key Understanding: The Serbs in Bosnia wanted to stay with Serbia. Furthermore, after (or 
as) the state of Bosnia and Herzegovina gained its independence, the Serbs within Bosnia 
and Herzegovina in 1992-1995, much of this occurring during the time of Bill Clinton’s 
presidency, fought to break away from Bosnia and Herzegovina to form their own 
independent Serbia-dominated state next to Serbia. They hoped to maintain or create a 
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realm of Greater Serbia always desired by the Serbs in the region, a position held by Serbs 
that sparked World War I.
