
#2557 The Yom Kippur War and the Abomination of Desolation – The post-World War II U.S. 
waxing great toward the South and toward the East as a second Syria/Antiochus IV Epiphanes, 
part 816, The 1947-1948 Tribe of Dan, (xvii), Emphasizing Joseph: Why Joseph replaced 
Ephraim in the Twelve (12) Tribes of Revelation chapter 7 
 
Key Understanding and Question: “The tribe of Joseph” in Revelation 7. Since what should 
have been the tribe of Joseph was given a double portion of inheritance – a full share to the 
tribe of Manasseh and a full share to the tribe of Ephraim – as Israel entered the Promised 
Land in the Old Testament, it would seem as though “the tribe of Joseph” should be 
represented by “the tribe of Manasseh” and “the tribe of Ephraim,” as usual, in Revelation 
chapter 7. However, while “the tribe of Manasseh” is present, the words “the tribe of 
Ephraim” are replaced by “the tribe of Joseph.” Why would the Lord ordain the words 
“the tribe of Joseph” to replace “the tribe of Ephraim”? 
 
Answer: One answer as to why the Lord chose to emphasize Joseph by replacing the words 
“the tribe of Ephraim” with the words “the tribe of Joseph,” even though “the tribe of 
Joseph” is referring to “the tribe of Ephraim,” is because a central element to the entire 
passage is the missing tribe of Dan, the reason for which surrounds the prophetic theme of 
the birth of Dan in comparison to the birth of Joseph. The unusual emphasis on Joseph in 
the passage helps to verify and clarify that the Lord indeed intended there also to be an 
emphasis on Dan – or perhaps it should be stated, a deemphasis on Dan – in the passage. 
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Twelve tribes, not thirteen tribes, are listed in Revelation chapter 7.  
The tribe of Dan is omitted.

Revelation 7:1-8 (KJV) And after these things I saw four angels standing on the four corners 
of the earth, holding the four winds of the earth, that the wind should not blow on the earth, 
nor on the sea, nor on any tree.
