Key Understanding: The white-robed Cold War saints. In the counterfeit scenario of the 
short, short time period of “a little season”, it is as if counterfeit tribulation saints, meaning 
those of the ‘great multitude’ church-ill who died during the Cold War, are given white 
robes at the time of ‘the time of the end’ victory over the Soviet Union and the red Lenins 
(being added to the number of previously ‘slain’ saints from earlier phases of the 
fulfillment of the passage). The idea is that there is “a little season” after the end of the 
Cold War in which “their fellowservants also and their brethren, that should be killed as they 
were,” is fulfilled. However, that is the counterfeit scenario. There is a corresponding real 
scenario.
